
Securities lawyers have felt, since the early 1990’s that fund managers who manage more than 1 fund should be registered as investment advisers.


The legal analysis is that fund managers who offer more than one fund to their investors, and discuss the multiple funds with the investors and assist them in deciding in which fund to invest, are providing investment advice.

Most securities lawyers follow this analysis.
